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INTRODUCTION -

The main aim of the State Department of Archaeology is copying all the stone
inscriptions in Tamilnadu, deciphering and publishing them as early as possible,
A number of volumes have been so far published by this department. Now, an
intensive ‘campaign of copying the inscriptions has been launched since September 2004
and consequently new volumes are coming up. In this scheme, inscriptions - of
Madurai District are copied and are to be published in two volumes This volume 1S
one among such series.

In this volume inscriptions of the villages of Melur Taluk and Madurar
North Taluk are incorporatad. Melur Taluk villages like Thiruvathévur,
Kaccirayanpatti, Kallangadu. Aruvimalai, Dhargakudi, Karungalakudi, Chockalinga-
puram, Panaiyur, Maruthur, Amur, Kottakkudi, Panankadi, Kuththappanpatti,
Kottainathampatti Keelavalvu, Melavalavu, Arittapatti and Poykaikkaraipatti are
explored and inscriptions are deciphered and included here. Inscriptions of
Thirumohur, Yanaimalai, Kunnathur, Senkottai, Sakkudi and Puliyankulam villages
in Madurai North Taluk are also incorporated here. All these inscriptionsserve
as main source materials in the reconstruction of the hIStOI'y of this part of Pandya
country. Brief discussion about these inscriptions are given below which will help the
readers to understand the general content.

Thiruvathavuar Inscriptions

Thiruvathavur village 1s a famous religious centre since early Sangam age.
Two Tamil - Brahmi inscriptions are noticed datable to 200 B.C. in a natural Jain
Cavern, It 1s stated as the birth place of Sangam poet Kapilar and Mamckka-
vasaka, the author of Thiruvasakam. *

In this village, inscriptions are copied from the walls : of Thirumérainatha
Swami temple, village irrigation tank and stones planted in the middle of the
village, These records belong to a long span of time from 12th century A.D. up to
the modern period. Thiruvathavur formed part of Thenparappu Nadu in' medieval
days. The earliest inscription found 1in this temple belongs to Veerapandya
(1170-1195 A.D.) which begins with the prasasti ‘Pumaruviya Thirumadhum’, the
king who was defeated in the battle of Nettur with Kulothunga Chola-III.

Records of the later Pandyan Kings viz. Maravarman Sundarapandya I and II,
Jatavarman Kulasekhara, Maravarman Vikramapandya and Maravarman Kq‘lasekhara I
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are found in the temple walls of Thirumarainatha Nayanar. Inscriptions of Jata
varman Parakramapandya, who ruled in this region during the Madurai Sultanate

period are worthy of mention. These records picturise the social conditions of this
area during the later Pandyan Rule.

The land holders of Vellan Vagai lands and the Nattars were engaged in
hectic activities in this area. Brahmin Sabhas of this region had good co-opera-
tion with the neighbouriong Urars, Temples emerged as well developed fudal
establishments and consequently most of the Vellan vagai villages were converted
into Nallurs without any change in their character. This shows the growing
importance and influence of the temples (temple villages). The following tax free deva-
dana villages, Vedhanayaka Nallur, Valangai Mikama Nallur, Pallikuricci alias Sonadu
Konda Perumal Nallur, Thirumarai Nayaka Nallur, Velankudi alias Devarkal Deva
Nallur, Senkulam alias Narppaththennayira Nallur, Kamar mangalam alias Sri

Maheswara Nallur, and Mandaliga Gembira Nallur are known from the inscriptions
of Thiruvathavur.

Two villages viz, Iluppaikudi and Pallikkurichi were administered by warrior
groups named as ¢‘Padaikkaranavar’, Whenever the war drums were beaten these
warriors readily marched into battlee A number of taxes were levied on the
lands during later Pandya period according to the quality of land and kind of
crops. Kadamai, Antharayan, Ponvari, Kovil viniyokam, Ur viniyokam, Tharavukuli,
Karthigai Pachchai, Pillaiyar Nonbu, Thanda Korrilakkai, Kadaikuttu Ilakkai, Anat

Salai, Kuthiraippanthi Santhivikraham, Panchupeeli were some of taxes levied
during that time

Measuring units like Sundara Pandyan Kol (measuring 24 feet), Kalakanda
devan, Vira Pandyan are known from the inscriptions, Acchu, Palam Pon (old
gold) Irasipanam, Ainju Menti Drama were some of coins 1n vogue,

Cheiftains who hailed from particular families governed these areas as the royal
representatives or officials, They bore the tile of Nadalvan Thenkalavalinadu, a
territorial sub division comprising Thiruvathavur and its surroundings. They acted
according to the direction of the Kings, collected taxes, exempted taxes for certain
lands and served as a bridge between Urs and the Kings. One Jeyamkonda

Chola Srivallabha alias Kaliavali Nadalvan is mentioned in the inscriptions of
Jatavarman Kulasekara Pandya.

Almost all the inscriptions of this temple are donatory in content, From
these records the relationship between the land, temple and the various social
groups are known. Number of special Santhi worships had been instituted in
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Valankai Mikaman Santhi are few among them. Names of 63 Saivaite Nayanmars
(Saints) are engraved in a single row of inscriptions,

One Saiva Mutt was astablished at Thiruvathavur during Maravarman Sundara
Pandyal period. One Parakramadevar was the Pontiff of this mutt and
for the maintenance of this Ambalathadinallur village was donated as tax free grant.

The irrigation tank of Thiruvathavur is mentioned in some inscriptions The
names of the individuals who constructed the sluice are also mentioned.

Inscription on an oil pressure

Oil mongers had engaged in oil extraction by stone pressures. Some oil
pressures are noticed with inscriptions in some villages, In Melur Taluk also one
such 1inscribed oil pressure has been noticed by our department at Kachirayanpatti
village. An individual Appanuzhan by name hailed from Mizhalur 1n Vazhuthi
Valanadu had installed this stone oil pressure in the name of Porkodi Virar

(a warring group) of Nelvelur in Suranadu.

Aruavimalail inscriptions

Aruvimalai, a small hillock located near Karungalakudi, is famous for a
Pandya period temple. Inscriptions of Maravarman Kulasekhara are noticed on the
temple walls and near by rock surface. The temple is named as Thirumelakiya
Pandya Nayanar and Thirumelazhi Nayanar in the inscriptions. The hill is named
Aruvimalar after the name of a village Aruvikkudi.

Inscrirtions of this temple reveal the land donations by the Kammala
community during 13th Century A D. and thier association with the temple. The names
of the Thattans (smiths) are known from these inscriptions and some of them had

associated with the royal household.

Dhargakudi Inscriptions

One later Pandya temple found in the village Dhargakudi has some Pandya
inscriptions and one Vijayakara ruler Sathasivaraya’s inseription. Thirukkotisvara-
mudaiyar temple is mentioned in these inscriptions. Activities of the Nattars and
Urars, their role in the day to day functions of the temple and festivals are
known from these inscriptions. Irrigation tanks, minor channels and their maintenance
arc all described 1in the inscriptions. One group Kadakamarukkikal, a security
force of traders is mentioned in "a slab stone inscription planted near by the
temple. Nagarathars of Aruviyur had installed Goddess Thirukkamakottamudaiya

Thirumamadanthar Nacciyar image at this temple.
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Karungalakudi

A Tamil - Brahmi inscription datable to 2nd Century B.C. is found here on a
natural cavern where Jain manks resided. One ninth century A.D. inscription
engraved below a Mahavira- bas-relief sculpture mentions that Accanandhi caused
to carve that figure. Another inscription in Vatteluthu script refers to
Pallitharaiyar who served as royal officials during the early Pandya period

(9-10 Century A.D.).

Vayalipparai, another focky place contains many Tamil inscriptions.
Construction of sluice during 13th Century A.D, its repairs during 18 Century A.D. by
one Mushim donor are known by inscriptions. Raising of a mango grove with a

well during 18th Century A.D. is mentioned in an inscription. Inscriptions of Lingama
Nayak period are-also noticed in near by area called Uppuchunaiparai.

Chokkalingapurum :Inscriptions

A later Pandya temple Alagiya Cholisvaram udaiyar built by Maravarman
Kulasekhara I 1s found here. Donation of tax free lands, details of the tax defaulters,
lands  attached with the temple and establishment of a flower garden are
mentioned in the inscriptions engraved on the walls of the temple.

Maruthur

One 13th Century A.D. later Pandyan Vishnu temple is located in dilapidated
conditon. Rajendra Chola Chaturvedimangalam and its association with the temple is

known from the inscriptions here.

Amur

Amur 1s situated on the way to Thiruvathavur from Madurai. The merchant
guild Thisat Ayirathu Aynurruvar had constructed a Siva temple during 13th
Century A.D. and named it as Ayyappozhil Isvaram. An official Sembiyan Pallavaraiyan
had installed a bronze idol for Palliyarai Nacciyar and instituted a perpetual lamp for
it _during Jatavarman -Kulasekhara’s days. Construction of a sluice is mentioned
in a Vatteluthu record.which is in a verse from.

Pagankadi

One Siva temple and Vishnu temple are found in this village. They were
constructed by later Cholas and renovated by later Pandyas. It was a brahmadeya
village and named as Rajendra Chola Chaturvedimangalam. Once this place was
occupied by the Cholas, hence the names of the different quarters of this village
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are named as Vanavanmadevicheri, Sundara Cholacheri, Rajendra Cholachert and so
on. Vishnu temple is named as Virriruntha Perumal temple from which inscriptions
of Jatavarman Kulasekhara I and Marvarman Sundara Pandyal are copied now. An
interesting inscription records about the establishment of Chakkarathalvar shrine at
Alagarkoil Temple administration, land disputes and the role playedby Kalavali
Nadalvar 1in this region are traced out from the inscriptions found here.

Kaththapatti inscription datable to 17th Century A.D. tells about the donation
of a well by one Marudhan Thondaiman.

Keelavalavu, a Jain centre 1s famous for its Brahmi inscription. Here some
inscribed grinders are found on which lables like Katti, Kalam Aratti are traced

Two inscriptions revealing the fomation, structure and management of the tank
Parambukkanmai are included in this volume. Inscription of Marvarman Sundara I
mentions the village name as Parambu alias Thirunarayanamangalam  Arrangements

were made for the maintenance and proper water management during Vijayanagar
period.

Arittapatti

Arittapatti is a famous Jain centre in which recently one more Tamil
Brahmi inscription was noticed by the epigraphists of this department. Another
Vatteluthu inscription which mentions about the Accanandhi’s works, dated to 9-10
Century A.D. i1s also included here. One ruined later Pandyan Siva temple was located
recently and the 1nscriptions are copied which reveal a mercantile settlement

existed here during 14th Century A D. The original name of present Arittapattt 1s
known as Pathirikudi from these inscriptions.

Poykaikarapatti

An important inscription of Rathakaras (Kammalas) which gives the Prasasti
of that community is found here. One mercantile centre Pavithiramanikkapuram
is also known by an inscription. The association of this village with Alagargoil
has come into light from the 1inscriptions noticed here,

Thirumohur

The texts of the inscriptions found on the walls of Thirumohur
Kalamegapperumal temple are published for the first time 1in this volume,
Inscriptions of Kulothunga Chola I (1170-1120 AD), Jatavarman Sundara pandya I
(1251-1271 A.D.) and Maravarman Kulasekhara are to be mentioned significantly.
Moreover two inscriptions of Vijayanagara rulers (1551 A.D.) are also worthy to
mention. Generally the regnal years of the rulers will be mentioned 1n the
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Pandya inscriptions. Quite differently an in inscription a date of Karif year
has been mentioned. This year corresponds with the eighth regnal year of
Jatavarman Sundara Pandya. From this we can surmise that the numbering of the
regnal year was also based on the cultivation seasons.

Some inscriptions of this temple reveal the names of the temple builders and
the donors of various donations given to this temple. When the renovation was
carried out in Vijayanagar period,;n some of the stones, bearing later Pandya
inscriptions were dislocated and misplaced.in temple walls and the central mantapa
of the temple tank. These multilated- inscriptions also reveal various donations to
this temple. The names of Pandyan officials and the village names included in
various nadu sub divisions are known from these inscriptious.

The earliest inscription of this temple which belongs to Kulothunga Chola I
was discovered at the outerside of the temple, This 1inscription mentions the
name of this temple as Vinnagaram (Vishnu temple). Large extent of lands were
donated during 13-14th Century A D. for this temple. Villages like, Sirukunrathur in
Senkudinadu, Viranarayana Chaturvedi mangalam in Pakanur Kurram, Alodupattan
‘Kumara Paviththira Chrturvedimangelam were donated for the renovation of this
Thirumohur temple.

Worship of Chakkarathalvar is well flourished and adopted till today in this
temple. This cult was initiated during-1259 A.D. here and it is mentioned as “Thiru-
vali Alwar’ in inscriptions. During 1259 A.D. an official of the King Jatavarman
Sundara Pandya, Kalamegan alias Kangeyan constructed this Chakkarathalvar shrine
and donated some lands. Another small shrine to Senapathi (Visvaksenar) was also
established here by the same official.

At the northern end of the Yanamalai hill lies a forest named as Thungavanam
in whieh a Vishnu temple constructed is noticed. An 1inscription dated 1308 A.D.
of Maravarman Kulasekhara I period, reveals that a temple was constructed
on ths banks of ~Brahmathirtham by an official Sundara Pandya Konar, That
temple was named as Vedanayakar (Brahma) temple.

A fragmentary inscription found in the temple tank mentions that Lord Vishnu
had listened the hymns of Sadagopan. (Nammalwar). One later Pandya inscription found
on therear side to the Pallikondapsrumal shrine mentions about the divine
marriage (celestial wedding) between Andal and the Lord Ranganatha to that was
celebrated in the month of Margali (December - January), This Kalamegapperuma
temple was administered by Thiridhandi Sanyasis and Sri1 Vaishnavas, One Jjeeyar
Sowmitharadasa also is noticed as an between Audal and the Land Ranganet
aministrator during Kulasekhara Pandya period., He had taken steps to construct the
Thirumadaivilagam.,
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The wnole temple including Sanctum sanctorum, Ardnamaniapa and Maha-
mantapa were fully renovated ‘during the 16th Century A.D. On the southern walls of
mahamandapa two important inscriptions dated to 1551 AD have been engraved.
Among these two, one i1s the royal order of Chief Vasavanna Nayaka and another
one 1s the order of Lord Kalamega Himself. These inscriptions state about the

donation of the Ur Manakuli situated in Kalavelvinadu. Kalavalinadu has been
corruptedly mentioned here as Kalavelvinadu.

The outer prakara wall of Kalamegapperumal temple was constructed by

a chief Venkappayya with the permission of the Dalvay Narasappayya of Madural

Nayak ruler during 1700 AD. Such important events engraved in the inscriptions
are Included 1n this volume.

Yanaimalai

One Tamil - Brahmi inscription dated to Ist Century AD. engraved on a
natural cavern in Yanamalai hill has been already published by the epigraphy
branch of Archaeological Survey of India. Some Vatteluthu inscriptions dated to
9-10 century AD are also published by the same agency. In the recent field survey
the state department of Archaeology has noticed some more new inscriptions at
Narasingapperumal temple walls which are included in this volume.

During the later renovation work of Narasingapperumal temple, a number of
stonas bearing 13-14th Century A.D. inscriptions were misplaced. They are now located
on the walls of the first and outer prakaras and arc copied and published in this
volume. All the fragmentary inscriptions are studied and included here, Among

them,inscriptions of Sri Vallaba (1101-1129 A.D ), Maravarman Sundara Pandya I and
some other later Pandyas are worthy to be mentioned.

Sri Vallaba’s inscription reveals a decision taken by the Sabha of Kundavai
Chaturvedimangalam. Some fragmentary inscriptions elobarate the victories of
Maravarman Sundara I in his prasasti portions. Some inscriptions descr!be the donated
lands their boundaries, official donors, the names of Nadus, Urs and so on. Details of

daily worship, monthly and annual festivals conducted are also mentioned in some
inscriptions.

Malikafur's invasion during the beginning of 14 CenturyA.D resulted in the
end of Pandya rule in Madurai proper. Since 1323 A.D. Madurai was ruled by Sultans
of Madura. Pandyas were driven away to the pheripheral regions. Some inscriptions
of Jatavarman Parakrama Pandya (1316-1334 A D.) were so far discovered at
Thiruvadavur and Thiruppuvanam temples. In the recent survey his inscriptions are
noticed in Yanamalai temple also. On the southern adhistana of the Mahamantapa
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of. Narasingapperumal temple this inscriptlon-and another one:of:‘Kulasekara :Pandya
are noticed now. These two Pandya inscriptions found very near to :Madurai- during:
Sultanate rule are very important in constructing the later Pandyan: history.

Another one inscription of Parakrama Pandya reveals the donation of a tank.
named Muthudaiyankulam, situated at a merchantile nagara at Vikkiramasingapuram

near Ambasamudram in Thirunelveli District as a Thiruvidaiyattam donation to
Yanamalar Narasingapperumal temple, - This donor is namedas Marakkalankaththan

who was the son-in-law of Makkanavan, Kulasekara’s inscription states that one
De:yvachilaiyan alias Ilaiyalvar Sundara Pandya Kalingaraya has donated the village

Puravu Varinallur for a flower garden.

Vijayanagar’s greatruler Krishnadevaraya’s inscriptions also are found engraved
in this temple. Two officials, = Timma Poopan and Madhuranathan are mentioned
in this 1inscription. They might have constructed the Mahamantapa of Narasingap-

perumal temple,

Kunnaththur

Inscriptions found 1n the temples on Kunnathur Hill and in the middle of
the village are included in this volume, These records belong to early Pandya,

later Pandya, Vijayanagar Kings and Vanathiraya cheifs period.

On the terrace of Kunnaththur hill, a . basement of a dilapidated Siva
temple 1s found, One Vatteluthu inscription datable to 9-.10th century AD is noticed
now on the southern side of the dilapidated temple. This record. states that some:
donation was made for the daily offering of - a temple. Mulabala Isvaram,
situated at Kunraththur, is a brahmadeya village in Kunraththur Kulakkilnadu. This

endowment was handed over to Akanaligayar (temple preists) by the donor Araiyan
Nakkan of Kavanur. This Siva temple is now identified: on the.top.of Kunraththur,

hill.

At the back side of this Siva temple, on the slope of the - hill another -
structural temple datable to later Pandya period dedicated to Siva.is now noticed.
So far unnoticed inscriptions found on the walls of this temple are incorporated
in this volume, The records engraved. on the walls of Neelakantesvara cave
temple are also helpful to know the history of this temple. Most of the records
belong to Sadaiyavarman Kulasekara I and Mairavarman Sundara Pandya period-

which reveal various donations given to this temple.

Some fragmentary records found on the walls of Siva and Vishnu temple
built at the centre of the village are also included in this volume, most of which are
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donatary in content. On the stone bed of a Jain cave at Kunnathur, an inscription
of Vijayanagar ruler Immadi Narasingaraya (1509 A.D.) has been noticed. By this
record the flourishing Virabhathra cult of worship during Vijayanagar period comes to
light, Two villages viz. Malaikkudi and Puliyankulam were donated for this
Virabhathra temple. Inscription of a Bana chief Sundaraththoludaiya Mavali
Vanathiraya is also noticed in this village. One 17th Century A D. inscription
mentions about the maintenance of a water tank by the Kunnaththur Urar.

Inscription copied at village Senkottai reveals the existence of a Vishnu
temple during 13 century A.D. Puliyankulam record tells about the establishhment
of ‘Appan Thiruvenkatanathan Matha’ a Vaisnava mutt, during 1449 A.D. by one

Mavalivanathiraya, Kumankulam and Puliyankulam villages were donated as
Madapuram for this Vaishnava mutt.

This volume consists of important source materials whieh are essential for
the reconstruction of Tamilnadu History. These inscriptions were copied and
decipherd by the able guidence of Mr P. Rajendran, Dr V. Vedachalam, Epigra-
phists and Mr. R. Jeyaraman, Junior Epigraphist. Dr, C. Santhalingam, Archaeological
Officer. Madurai has associated in editing the inscriptions and preparing introducing
notes. Our Epigraphical attenders Mr. Mathivanan, Mr. Murugesan, Mr. Jothi,
Mr. Anbalagan and Mr. Muthusamy have done their job neatly in copying these

records. It is sure that this volume will be received well by the research world
and by enthusiasts of epigraphy alike.




SUMMARY OF INSCRIPTIONS
MADURAI DISTRICT - Vol. I

Thiruvathavur

1/2003 Later Pandya - 13-14c. A D.

The name of the temple is given as Thiruvathavarudaiyar Thirumarainayanar
Koyil. In this temple the image of Subramanya was installed by one Seyyaperumal
Aranan Tholaninran alias Rijakandagopalar Seyyaperumal, Land measuring about
four Ma and Kani was donated at Kalakulam located in Karunkulam in Kalavalinidu
for food offerings.

2/2003 Later Pandya - 13-14c. A.D.

The details of the previous inscription is stated in this record in the form
of a royal order.

3/2003 Parakkirama Pandya - 14c. A.D.

Records gift of land for the maintenance of a flower garden and for the
Supply of certain quantity of flowers to the temple.  This inscription is in the
words of the God Himself and the Sanskrit portion in the beginning states that this
is a record of Vadhapurisvara.

4/2003 Parakkirama Pandya - 1322 A.D.

Records a land gift by one Thiruppavanamudaiyan alias Arasan Chakravarti, who
was a merchant of Sivalapuram located within Thiruvathavar in Thenparappu Nadu.

5/2003 Parakkrama Pandya - 1322 A.D.

Records certain land donation which was irrigated by the Ulakalantha Chola
Perari, for repairing some jewels of the temple,

6/2003 Parakkrama Pandya - 1324c. A.D.

Records an annual expenditure of eighty Palam Pon and eight hundred Irasi
Panam collected from certain villages including Kuttampuli alias Valangai Mikamanallur.,

7/2003 Later Pandya - 14c. A.D.

Incomplete inscription, Records a land donation to conduct Valangai Mikaman
Thirunal (Festival).
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8/2003 Maravarman Virapandya - 1281 A.D.
Records the gift of service lands to eight deity bearers by the temple authorities.
9/2003 Maravarman Kulasekara - 1297 A.D.

Incomplete record. Seems to be a gift of tax free lands by two ladies in the
old De&vadana village Panafgadi parru.

10/2003 Later Pandya - 13c, AD.

Records the tax free gift of Pallikurichi Ur to the Thirumarai Nayanar temple

as per the royal order. This village was given as manya for the warriors and it was
administered by. Karnavars (a warrior group).

11/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A.D.

Records the royal order which explicit the tax free donation of the village
Pallkiurichchi alias Sonadukondaperumal Nallur to the temple. Gold tax was excempted
from this village according to the royal order.

12/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A D.
Damaged record. Registers the gift of tax free land to the temple.
13/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A.D.

Mutilated inscription. Records the consecration of Perumal and Nacciyar and
certain land gift. One measure, Kalakantadevan by name, is also mentioned.

14/2003 Maravarman Kulasekara I - 1298 A.D.

Mutilated record. Gift of 132 sheeps for two perpetual lamps donated by one
Muthali Atkontan, a Kaikola of Thiruvathavar and one Rahuthan, The sheeps were

entrusted in equal share to three shepherds (Surabi - Idaiyar) of the temple who
agreed to supply ghee for the lamps,

15/2003 Magavarman Sundarapandya I - 13c. A.D.

Incomplete record. Part of a prasasti of Maravarman Sundarapandya is
traceable, Seems to be a land sale to one Tisai Ariyum Perumal,

16/2003 Later i’épc_iya - 13c. A.D.

Incomplete, Seems to be a record of the tax free gift of certain lands for the
expenses of Ceranai Venran Santhi and another Santhi instituted in the name of Annalvi
(brother). Ceranai Venran was one of the titles of Maravarman Kulasekara I (1263A.D.).

17/2003 Maravarman Sundarapandya I - 1237 A.D.

Scems to be a record of the gift of tax free lands for food offerings, lamps and
other expenses of the temple, The donated lands were irrigated by Thiruvathavir tank;
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This record also mentions about the installation of bronze images of Chandrasekara and

Gowri by the temple dancing girl Kulaiijal Arasan alias Alala Sundara Nangai and
made arrangements for procession of the deities.

18/2003 Later Pandyas - 13¢c. A.D.

Records the gift of a devadana land to the temple of Thirumarainathar for food

offerings and other expenses. This is a record of execution of a royal order in
different stages.

19/2003 Later Pandya - 13¢c. A.D.

Records the gift of certain lands from the villages like Ulakalantha Cholapuram
and Thirumarainayaka Nallur to this temple. Thennagangadevan an diginitory pleaded
the king to retain the Karanmai right and succeeded.

20/2003 Maravarman Suundarapandya I - 13c. A D.

Fragmentary, Seems to be a record of land donation.

This inscription records that nali uri of offered food (prasadham) was given
daily to a certain person who carried out of the works of Thirumadaivilaigam, To
meet the expenses of this offered food, ten achchu (coins) were collected from the

carpentors by the Jeyar Sowmitradhasan and that amount was deposited in the
temple treasury (Sripandaram).

138/2003 Later Pandyas - 13c. A.D.

This incomplete inscription records that Sirukunratthur located 1n Senkudi
nidu was endowed to the temple of Thirumohur Ningaruliya paramasvamigal as
Thiruppanippura thiruvidaiyatta iratyil,

139/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A.D.

This inscription records that Alodu Pattain Kumarapavitthira chaturvedhi
mangalam, a brahmadsyam located in Venbilnadu was gifted as Thiruppanippura
thiruvidaiyattam, to the temple of Thirum3hur nindraruliya Paramasvamigal, to meet
the renovation expenses of that temple.

140/2003 Later Pandya, Maravarman Kulasekara Pandyan I-13c. A.D.

This inscription records that FPannattankottai was endowed as Karanmai
thiruvidaiyatta igaiyili to the temple of Vedhanathar. This Vedhanathar temple
which is located in the southern most part of Yanaimalai, was in dilapidated
condition prior to the period of Maiagavarman Kulasekara Pandya I and 1t was
reconstructed by one Sundharapandya cholakonar in the name of the ruling Pandya
king, Maravarman Kulasekara Pandya I. The location of this temple while it was
in a dilapidated condition is recorded in this inscription as the tank of the
Brahmathirttham located in Srithungavanam.

141/2003 Later Pandya, Jadavarman Sundharapandya -1259 A.D.

The Thiruvali Alwar (Chakkaratthalwar) now a very popular deity in the
Thirumohur Perumal temple, was consecrated by a certain Kalamegam alias Kangeyan.
This inscription also records certain lands endowed to this deity.

142/2003 Madurai Nayak - 1700 A.D.

These three label inscriptions record that the outer wall of the temple complex
was constructed by Vengappayyan with the permission of his father Dhalavay
Narasappaiyan
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143/2003 Later Pandya - 12-13c. A D.

Fragments, Seems to be the portions of the documents of land gifts to the
temple. In one of the fragments a tank named after a Pandya ruler is noticed.
Since Thirunanthavanappuga iraiyili land is mentioned in that fragment, that garden

might have been located near that tank and might have been irrigated by that
tank. |

144/2003 Later Pandya, - 13c., A.D.

Fragments. In one of these fragments the name of the goddess(?) Allagiya
Nachchiyar is mentioned.

145/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A.D.

Fragment. Seems to be a portion of the document of a land gift to the
temple of Thirumohurninraruliya Paramaswamigal.

146/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A.D.

Fragfnents. In one of the fragments the name of a certain village Thulaikkud:
and the name of the Goddess Bhagavathiyalwar are traceable. The fragments
secem to be the portions of the documents of land gift to the temple.

147/2003 13 & 17c. A.D.

Fragments, One fragment seems to be a portion of the documeat of a
land gift. Another fragment records the constant devotion of a certain Appaiyangar.

148/2003 Later Pandya, Jadavarman Sundhara Pindyan

This inscription records that lands in Viranarayana chaturvédhimangalam,
which was bifurcated from Thiruvedagam located very near Thenur in Pakanur
Kurram (S5lavantan area), were endowed as Thiruppanippurath thiruvidaiyattam to
meet the renovation expenses of the Thirum3hur ninrraruliya Paramaswamigal.,

This inscription records that a certain Eri Arithan Atthuvayi Arattakayipan
had donated this rock bed which i1s located in the Jain shelter at Ivakunram (Iva
Kunrathur?)

150/2003 9-10c. A.D.

This label inscription 1n Vatteluttu engraved below the Jain image sculptured
in bas-relief near the cavern at Yanaimalai records that the image was sculptured

by a certain Enathi Nadi on behalf of a certain Aniyan who hailed from Kalavali
Nadu,
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151/2003 9-10c. AD.

This label inscription in Vatteluttu engraved below the Jain image sculptured

in bas - relief near the cavern at Yanaimalai, states that this sculpture was protected
by the Thinatkkalaththir (officials of tax office).

152/2003 - 10c. A.D.

This label inscription in Tamil script engraved below the Jain image sculptured

in bas-relief near the cavern at Yanaimalai, records that this Jain image was protected
by the Sriporkottuk Karanaththar,

153/2003 9-10c. - A.D.

This label "inscription in Vatteluttu engraved below the Jain image sculptured in
bas-relief near the cavern at Yanaimaiai, states that this Jain image, seulptured by
Achchananthi, was protected by the Sabhia of SriNarasingamangalam,

154/2003 9-10c. A.D.

This label inscription engraved 1n Vatteluttu character below the Jain image
sculptured in bas - relief near the cavern at Yanaimalai records that this Jain

sculpture was carved by a certain Seliya Pandi, who hailed from Peruvembarrur
located in Thenkalavali nadu.

155/2003 9-10c. A.D.

This label inscription engraved in Vatteluttu characters below the Jain image
sculptured in bas - relief near the cavern at Yanaimalai by a certain Saththan
Araiyan alias Saththan Ambiraiyan who hailed from Venpurai located in Venpunadu.

156/2003 9-10c. A.D.

This label inscription engraved in Vatteluttu characters near the Jain image
sculptured in bas - relief states that this Jain image was carved by a certain person
(black smith?) hailing from Vallaththirukkai (Nadu?)

157/2003 9-10c. A.D.

This label inscription engraved in Vatteluttu characters below the Jain image
sculptured in bas - relief near the cavern at Yanaimalai records that this Jain image
was carved by a certain Pudhiyameaviyambhuthi (Pudhumaieliyambhuthi) a resident
of Vettatchgri in Venbaikkudi located in Venbaikkudi nadu and this sculpture was
under the protection of the Puravuvarikalaththar.
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158/2003 9-10c. A.D.

This inscription engraved in Vatteluttu characters at the entrance into the
mandapa of the cave dedicated to Muruga near the Narasinga - Perumal temple,
records that a certain Nambiranbhatta - Somasi - Parivirajakar renovated (pudukku)

this temple (or a portion of this temple?). The portion renovated by him is not
clearly pointed out 1n this inscription.

159/2003 770 A.D.

This inscription engraved in Vatteluttu characters states that the excavation
of the rock - cut temple (of Narasimha) was begun by Maran-Kari alias Muvendha-
mangalapperaraiyan, a Vaidya of Karavandapura alias Kalakkudi. This Vaidya who
was also a minister (Uththaramanthiri) of the Pandya king, died before the
completion of that monumental work. Soon after his death, his brother Maran
Eyinan alias Pandimangala Visaiyaraiyan became the minister and completed the
tenple work. Fuarthsr he added the mukhimandapa and had the consecration

ceremony performed. Karavanthapuram, the native place of the above said brothers
has been identified with Ukkirankottai in Thirunelveli District.

160/2003 Kali year 3871 - 770 A.D.

This Sanskrit inscription engraved in early Grantha Characters belongs to
Maranjadaiyan who is also known as Pariantaka. The Kali year 3871 quoted in
this insription for Maganjadaiyan furnishes a valuable chronological land mark foT
early Pandya history, The rock - cut cave temple for Vishnu was carved in the
Kali year 3871, by Marankari alias Madhurakavi, a native of Karavanthapuram-
He also created an agrahara for the Brahmins, Since he died before the completion
of the temple work, his younger brother Maran Eyinan who succeded him as the
minister of the Pandya king, completed the temple work,

161/2003 Chola, Parantaka Chola l, - 940 A.D.

This inscription engraved in Vatteluttu characters on a rock to the left of
the entrance into the central shrine of the rock cut temple of Narasinga Perumal,
records a gift by Marudurudaiyan Arunidhi Kaliyan, an officer of Chola Peruma-
nadigal (Parantaka I), who hailed from Marudir locatedjin Puigrakkarambainadu.
This 1nscription recorded in the 33rd year of Parantaka chola I states that the
temple which had to pay 18 ilakkasu every year to the assembly had only
arranged for the payment of six ilakkasu. The above mentioned officer Arunidi
Kaliyan apparently agreed to pay the rest himself after taking possession of the
tank Kaliyaneri which must have belonged to the temple. With the 300 kalam of
paddy obtained from two Velis of wet land which was under the irrigation of the
Kaliyaneri tank, he made provisions for the offerings to the God and for feeding
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of five brahmanas, who recited Veda during the midday services of the temple.
The feeding of these brahmanas commenced when there was an eclipse of the
sun and the nakshatra was Aslesha in the month of Karkitaka. These astronomical
details help us to confirm the initial date of Parantaka chola I (viz, 907 A.D.)
From this inscription it is also understood that : puttakkam coin was the interesg

charged on 1 ilakkasu per one month and that each ilakkasu was equal to 7. Puttakkam
(Pudhu + akkam),

162/2003 Chola Pandya Jadavarman Sundharachélapandya - 11c. A.D

This inscription registers a gift of 25 sheep by a certain Ven Iranniyan Solai
for a lamp in the temple of Narasingadeva at Anaimalai,

163/2003 Later Pandya Parakkiramapandya - 14c. A.D.

This imscription records that one tank by name Muththudaiyan located near
Vikkiramasingapuram was sold as Thiruvidaiyattam to the temple of Narasinga-
perumal by a certain Marakkalankattan,

164/2003 Pandya Kulasekara Pandya - 14c. A.D.

This inscription records the provision made for a flower garden to the
temple of Narasingapperumal. For this purpose, a certain Deivachchilaiyan
Kilaiyilvan alias Sundhara Pandya Kailingarayan hailing from Kirttivisaiyalayanallur
alias Kilai nettur located in Karunkudi nadu, purchased Puravuvarinallur and handed
over it to certain persons including Deivachchilaiyan Kulaikadhar. The flower
garden was named as Iraiyalvan,

165/2003 Vijayanagarar Krishnadevariyar - 1519 A.D.

This inscription engraved on the west wall of the Mahimandapam of
Narasingapperumal temple, mentions Timmabhapa as the king‘s door keeper and a
certain Madhura Ramanatha as his agent. The name Yanaimalai is recorded as
‘Gajagirr’.

166/2003 Later Pandya

Fragments, In the first fragment the prasasti of Jadavarman Srivallabha
is neticed, The second fragment seems to be a portion of the royal order issued
by Sundarapandyadeva.

167/2003 Later Pandya - 13c. A.D.

Fragments placed on the innerside of the north wall of the mahamandapa.
The first fragment seems to be a portion of the document of a land gift, The
second fragment seems to be a portion of the document of the Pandya ruler
Srivallaba deva’s fifth year, The name of the village Sri Kundthavai Chaturvedi-
mangalam 1s traceable.
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'168/2003 Later Pandya - 13c A.D.

Fragments. In one fragment a person hailing from Masilur located in
Muthirrukkottam is mentioned. In an another fragment the village name
Manaviramaturai (Manamadurai) and a measure by name Virapandyan are noticed.

169/2003 Later Pandya - 13c A.D.

Fragments, It is understood that every month the god was taken out in
procession. The name of a village Sattamangalam 1s traceable.

of Madurai, in the year 1892.

178 2003 17 - 18c. A D.

This inscription engraved on the outer side of the north wall of the
Mahamandapa of the Narasingapperumal temple records some gift made by a
certain Rathinapperumal Bhagavathar who belonged to the Bharathvaja gotram,

Varichchiur (Kunnaththirmalai)
179/2003 Pandya - 9-10c. A.D.

This inscription engraved on the basement of the structural temple construca-

ted on the Kunnaththur hill (Varichchiyur), records the gift for Thiruchchennadai,
to the temple of Mulabala Isvaram.

180/2003 Vijayanagarar Immadi Narasinga Maharayar - 1505 A D,

This inscription engraved on the bed of the Jain cave records that Vira-
marasayyan who was the <‘Karththar® of Madurai mandalam, had endowed the
villages Malaikkudi and Puliyankulam to the temple of Virapaththiranayanar,

Fragment inscriptions engraved on the dilapidated Siva temple,

These are fragments engraved on the wall of the mandapa of the Kannimar
temple of the Nilakandeswara (rock cut eave)temple. These fragments which can
be dated to the period of Magavarman Sundhara Pandya I, seems to record the lands
gifted to the temple.

186/2003 Later Pandya Jadavarman Kulasekara Pandyal - 13c. A.D.

This 1nscription én'graved on the South wall of the Kannimar mandapa of
Nilakandeswara (rock - cut cave) temple.

This inscription which is incomplete begins with the prasasti of Jadavarman
Kulasekara Pandya I, seems to record the action taken by the assembly of Kavanar
as per the order issued by Kalavali Nadalvan.

187/2003 Later Pandya Jadavarman Sundhara Pandya - 13c. A.D.

This fragment inscription which is engraved on the South wall of the Kanni-
mir mandapa of Nilakandeswara temple, seems to record the gift of tax free lands
to meet the day to day expenses of the temple.

188/2003 - 13c. A.D

These 1nscriptions engraved on the mandapa of the Vishnu temple at
Kunnaththur, seem to record certain gifts made to the temple,

189/2003 13c. A.D.

These inscriptions engraved on the entrance mandapa of the Vishnu temple
seem to record certain gifts made for the Margali festival, The name of a village
Pulankudi 1s traceable from one fragment.

190/2003 13c. A.D.

These fragments belonging to the later Pandya period, may‘ be the portions
of the documents of certain gifts made to the temple.
